equipped and had severe problems of communication. By 1922 the Greeks were
defeated and, by the Treaty of Lausanne (1923), were obliged to give up Eastern
Thrace. The whole episode was a triumph for rejuvenated Turkish nationalism over
Greek pretensions to imperialism.

Foreign problems acted as a catalyst for internal political instability as Greece
experienced numerous changes of regime between 1920 and 1935. At first the conflict
was between a discredited monarchy and the republicans, but the abdication of King
Constantine in 1922 did little to guarantee peace as his successor, George II, also
